The Aquaculture Research

Institute (ARI) directs basic and applied
research, supports undergraduate and
graduate student education, and facilitates
outreach activities at its facilities.

Research facilities are located on campus and
in Hagerman, Idaho. Studies are conducted
on a variety of fish species including rainbow
trout, zebrafish, tilapia, sturgeon, ornamental
species, and burbot. A nearby commercial-
trout facility, called Idaho Springs (below) is
also operated by the University of Idaho.
