The Southwest Pollution Prevention Center (SWP2) was created in 1997 by the Environmental Protection Agency to: 1) provide pollution prevention (P2) support services to P2 technical assistance providers; 2) disseminate P2 information, via the Internet, to small businesses in the states of Texas, New Mexico, Oklahoma, Arkansas, and Louisiana (EPA Region 6); 3) to increase government and industry access to quality, technical, P2 information; 4) to improve regional coordination of state and local information activities; and 5) to improve bi-national coordination of P2-related activities on the border. The University of Texas at El Paso was selected to host the Center due to its favorable geographical location (at the midpoint of the 2000+ mile international border), its affiliation to the Manufacturing Assistance Partnership (TMAC) housed at the Institute for Manufacturing and Materials Management, its excellent relation with the Environmental Protection Agency, and its strong commitment to finding appropriate solutions to the issues affecting the U.S.-Mexico border.
