RESOLUTION ON APPROPRIATED FUNDS AND ADMINISTRATIVE FEES FOR INTERCOLLEGIATE ATHLETICS

Whereas, intercollegiate athletics is not essential to the academic mission of the University of Idaho; 

Whereas, the UI Faculty Council once voted in 1984 to stop all appropriated funding of intercollegiate athletics; 

Whereas, in 1987 the State Board of Education approved $665,500 in appropriated funds for intercollegiate athletics;

Whereas, legislative appropriations and UI general funds for athletics in FY04 totaled over $2.4 million; 

Whereas, while all UI programs were required to make substantial cuts, $322,600 was added to the athletics budget for FY05;

Whereas, while all UI units pay a six percent administrative fee, the UI Athletic Department pays only a one percent administrative fee;

Therefore be it resolved that the UI faculty request that the UI administration, according to a reasonable schedule, cut all appropriated monies to intercollegiate athletics;

Be it further resolved that the UI Athletic Department pay the same rate of administrative fees that all other UI units pay.
