ANNOUNCEMENT REGARDING PROPOSED CHANGES TO THE “GENERAL CORE STUDIES” REQUIREMENT (UCGE action of November 16, 2006)

J-3-d.  General Core Studies (GCS).  18 credits from the following: 

(1) Core Discovery:  One course from CORE 103-149 (3 cr) (open to freshmen only) and one course from CORE 153-199 (3 cr) (open to freshmen and sophomores only).  It is strongly recommended that students take both semesters of a single course.

(2) Humanities [H]/Social Sciences [S]:  12 credits in a combination of humanities and social science courses with a minimum of six credits in humanities and six credits in social sciences.  The 12 credits must include three different disciplines, at least one upper division course and no more than one 100 level course.  Note:  CORE courses may not count toward the three discipline requirement.

(3) International Course [I]:  One approved international course with a contemporary international or global focus.

A course may be used toward more than one of the above requirements but may count only once toward the required 18 credits.
