Moving EnvS Graduate degrees from CLASS to COGS

Currently, the Environmental Science Program (EnvS) is, and has been for three years, administratively housed in the College of Graduate Studies (COGS) with the EnvS Director reporting to the Dean of COGS and the budget administered there (see organizational chart on Provost’s website). However, the EnvS B.S., M.S. and Ph.D. degrees are considered by the Registrar to be granted through CLASS.

Historically, the Environmental Science Program was housed in the College of Letters and Science (L&S), now the College of Letters, Arts and Social Science (CLASS). Originally L&S was considered the most neutral place an interdisciplinary program could be placed in the university system of colleges.  When the science departments left L&S to form the College of Science, the EnvS program director recognized that the fit was not as good as it had been but a solution was not clear at the time.  With the creation of the interdisciplinary graduate degrees in Neuroscience and Bioinformatics and their placement in COGS, it became clear that it would be more internally consistent with our administrative structure for the interdisciplinary EnvS graduate degrees to also be academically housed in COGS with the B.S. degree continuing to be academically granted through CLASS. The precedent for degrees in interdisciplinary programs to be split across colleges is the Interdisciplinary Studies program where the Masters degrees have always been housed in COGS with the Bachelors in L&S and now CLASS. The Registrar has informed us that, to carry out this change, the approvals of UCC and Faculty Council are necessary.

Attached, please find a letter of support from Margrit von Braun, Dean of COGS. All three units (EnvS, COGS and CLASS) feel that this approval will result in minimal change in operational practice, but will clarify and properly document the existing administrative and academic processes. An example of a change that will occur is that modifications of the EnvS graduate curriculum will go through the COGS University-wide programs curriculum committee, as they should, rather than through the CLASS curriculum committee.

We ask that you approve this petition and forward the request to UCC and then to Faculty Council for their approval.
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
