THE B.S. VET. SC. AND B.S. AN. SC. DEGREES ARE TO BE DROPPED AS INDIVIDUAL DEGREES. THESE TWO DEGREES WILL BE COMBINED INTO A SINGLE DEGREE OF B.S. ANIMAL AND VETERINARY SCIENCE (B.S.A.V.S.).   UNDER THIS NEW DEGREE TITLE, THE CURRENT OPTIONS OF BUSINESS, PRODUCTION, AND DAIRY SCIENCE WILL BE CONTINUED. THE NEW DEGREE TITLE WILL ALSO HAVE THE SCIENCE PRE-VETERINARY OPTION FOR WHICH THE COURSE REQUIREMENTS CAN BE COMPLETED LIKE THE CURRENT  “3+1” PROGRAM (FIRST THREE YEARS AT UI + 1ST YEAR AT  AN ACCREDITED COLLEGE OF VETERINARY MEDICINE) PROGRAM OR LIKE THE CURRENT 4-YR PROGRAM (FOUR YEARS AT UI).

The Animal Science Department and the Veterinary Science Department merged into the Animal &

Veterinary Science Dept, in 1990.  Judgment prevailing at the time was to preserve separate degree

titles representing both prior Departments.   That arrangement has continued until today.  Consult with

current faculty has resulted in a consensus that two degrees are not necessary.  In fact, the presence

of two degrees causes confusion for students, parents, and faculty.  Proposed degree title accurately 

reflects the actual training that the students receive.
