Faculty Council Minutes

2007-2008 Meeting #1, Tuesday, May 1, 2007

A quorum being present provost Baker, explicitly relishing his one moment of authority, called the meeting to order at 3:35 p.m.

Nominations for Chair: The provost called for nominations for chair. Professor Don Crowley was nominated. There being no further nominations, on the advice of the secretary it was moved and seconded (Miller, Taylor) to suspend the rules of the council and proceed directly to voting. The motion carried unanimously.

In response to a question Professor Crowley noted that he had been a faculty member at the University of Idaho since 1983 and that he had served, at one time or another, nine years on Faculty Council. He had a strong desire to participate in and strengthen faculty governance. He looked forward to working in cooperation with the administration, recognizing that there would not always be full agreement. In response to another question concerning Digital Measures, he said that he had no problem with a central data-bank of information as long as it was used for reporting and not for comparing units but it needed to be user-friendly for faculty.

The vote for Professor Crowley for chair of the 2007-2008 Faculty Council was unanimous.

Nominations for Vice Chair: The provost called for nominations for vice chair. Professors Guilfoyle and McCollough were nominated. The latter respectfully declined, citing an increased faculty workload in the coming year. Professor Guifoyle was unanimously elected vice chair of the 2007-2008 Faculty Council.

Adjournment: The provost thanked the outgoing leadership of the 2006-2007 Faculty Council, praising particularly the work of its chair, Professor McLaughlin. The meeting was adjourned by unanimous consent at 3:45 p.m.
