The name changes are being requested to reflect changing trends and current technology standards in the fields of broadcasting and digital media. Similar rationale was used to create this major and minor in 2003. This new names for the major and minor better reflect not only current course content but also stays in line with projected trends in the industry.  The new name is also shorter and reflects the fact that students study history, economics and structure of the broadcasting industry, not just “production.”

The major and minor will continue to be overseen by the School of Journalism and Mass Media. The degree name is consistent with those in other programs accredited by the Accrediting Council for Education in Journalism and Mass Communication.  (The School of JAMM is preparing for a possible ACEJMC accreditation visit in 2009-2010.)

This is a name change for a major and minor offered by the School of Journalism and Mass Media.  This not a new program but rather a new name for an existing field area of study.
Idaho State University offers a similar degree, BA-Mass Communication with an emphasis in Television.  Boise State University offers a BA-Communication/Journalism.  No other Idaho institutions have similar majors or minors.
