Call to Order: The meeting was called together by the chair, Professor Karen Guilfoyle, at 2:30 p.m. It was moved and seconded (Klowden, Eckwright) to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as distributed.

Business:
1. A vacancy of the Parking Committee was filled by nominating Zonglie Hong to fill Bruce Miller’s unexpired term.
2. The committee approved the 2008-2009 preference form [which has subsequently undergone a couple of minor editorial changes.]
3. The committee discussed the question as to how to handle the question of alternates in the structure and membership statement of those committees which had them.  For committees like the Academic Petitions Committee or the Admissions Committee it was necessary to assure a quorum at the regular committee meetings with alternates who were familiar with the committee’s business (and thus were to be drawn from the ranks of former committee members).  Other committees, such as the Dismissal Hearing Panels, need alternates that could be substituted for regularly appointed members in the case of possible conflicts of interest.  It was agreed to alter the language in FSH 1640 to address alternates reflecting these specifics for approval at the next meeting.  It was also agreed that the recommendation to move committee function, structure and membership from other areas in the Faculty-Staff Handbook into FSH 1640 - Committee Directory was a good idea. These committees include the Dismissal Hearings Committee (FSH 3910 D-3.b.), Faculty Appeals Hearing Board (FSH 3840 C&D), Scientific Misconduct Committee (FSH 3230 C-1.b.), and University Judicial Council (FSH 2400), Thompson volunteered to prepare a draft for review and approval by the committee at its next meeting.
