Call to Order: The meeting was called together by the chair, Professor Karen Guilfoyle, at 2:30 p.m. It was moved and seconded (Hill, Eckwright) to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as distributed.

Business:

1.) Appropriately heart-felt recognition was given to Gail for her “gigantic cookies.”
2.) The Affirmative Action and Disability Affairs Committee had raised the issue of a quorum in its annual report to the Committee on Committees.  Many times it had met without a quorum because those necessary for making the quorum could not be, or were not, present.  However, there seemed to be some confusion on the committee’s part as to what constituted a quorum.  FSH 1620 B-13 established a quorum as 50% of the committee’s members; FSH 1620 B-10 states that, “[i]f after 21 days after the first day of classes of the fall semester, nominations have not been submitted to fill student positions, the committees on which the vacancies exist are authorized to disregard the vacant student positions in determining a quorum.”  Thus the quorum for this committee is probably 6 rather than 8 as the committee has apparently supposed. More generally, however, there are committees where a different quorum rule is already established. Thus, it was agreed to amend 1620 B-13 to read, “[a] quorum for any committee under the jurisdiction of the university faculty or any of its constituencies consists of at least 50% of its voting members, unless otherwise stated in the committee structure.”    

3.) The committee discussed and approved the removal of Enrollment Management from the Teaching and Advising Committee and University Committee on General Education structures, as what at one time had been the Vice Provost for Academic Affairs and Enrollment Management was now two positions.

4.) Marc Klowden addressed a request from Jean Henscheid, asking that the Core Director have the authority to nominate two members from Core Discovery and/or Integrated Science. The Committee on Committees agreed that this would be a good idea and revised the UCGE structure accordingly:  

B. STRUCTURE AND MEMBERSHIP. Core Director (w/o vote), Vice Provost for Academic Affairs (w/o vote), Registrar, or designee (w/o vote), three faculty members selected by the Committee on Committees, one of whom serves as chair, one faculty member who has taught or is teaching a Core Discovery course (appointed by the Core Director), one faculty member who has taught or who is teaching an Integrated Science course (appointed by the Core Director), two faculty members who are teaching or who have taught in either core discovery or integrated science courses (appointed by the Core Director), one faculty member (can include department administrators) from each of the following academic core areas (appointed by the Committee on Committees), communication, mathematical, statistical, and computer studies, natural and applied sciences, humanities, social sciences, two undergraduate students, appointed by ASUI, representing different colleges.

5.) The committee discussed wording that would affect how alternates are seated on the University Curriculum Committee.  The secretary who, for his sins, is also an ex officio member of UCC will discuss the proposal with them at their next meeting.
6.) The other proposed changes to FSH 1640 were approved unanimously.
7.) Jeanne Christiansen also mentioned that she noticed in the many committees she sat on that student participation was up this year.
