2007-2008, Meeting No. 4
February 6, 2008
Present: Adams, Christiansen, Eckwright, Guilfoyle (chair), Huddleston, Klowden, Pulakos, Thompson (w/o vote).

Absent: Cheng, Hill, Panttaja
Call to Order: The meeting was called together by the chair, Professor Karen Guilfoyle, at 2:30 p.m. It was moved and seconded (Klowden, Eckwright) to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as distributed.

A quorum being present, the chair called the meeting to order at 2:35 p.m. in the Brink Hall Faculty Lounge. The minutes of the previous meeting were accepted by acclamation. 

Business:

(1)
The committee discussed for some time the faculty membership of the Campus Planning Advisory Board. In view of the fact that it has sometimes been difficult to get Faculty Council members to run for election to this group and that other faculty members have expressed an interest in serving on it, it was moved and seconded (Pulakos, Klowden) to revise the membership by stipulating that there would be five faculty members, two of which will be elected by Faculty Council from their number. The chair would be selected from the Faculty Council members.

(2)
After some discussion of formalizing the recent practice of making the out-going chair of Faculty Council the new chair of Faculty Affairs, it was agreed that such a formalization would probably be inappropriate. However, the committee agreed to keep in mind the out-going chair of Faculty Council as a possible chair of the future Faculty Affairs Committee.

(3) 
The committee then tackled the problem of how best to instruct committee-chairs as to their jobs. Much appropriate praise was heaped on Ann Thompson for putting together a useful and valuable packet of material for the chairs, but it was generally agreed that including them somehow as a part of a beginning-of -the-year retreat would be even better. The chair of the committee, embracing her probable fate with grace and equability, agreed that there would be such a retreat. 

(4)
Rula Awwad-Rafferty, chair of the Juntura, discussed issues of membership of the Juntura with the committee. Many of the ex officio members of the committee are administrators who have as their duties the oversight and advocacy for certain historically under-represented groups; but not all such administrators have Juntura appointments. On the other hand, the number of faculty members on the committee is low in proportion to the ex officio appointments. The Committee on Committees ended up recommending that the director of the International Programs Office, the GLBT advisor, and the director of the Native American Office all be added to the ex officio roster or their designees. To balance the committee, somewhat, they further recommended the addition of an additional faculty member and an additional staff representative.

(5)
Growing out of the discussion of Juntura membership, was a discussion of student representation on committees. The question centered around how to make student appointees feel more welcome on committees and how to enculturate them to the committees’ work. With regard to the latter issue, the committee wondered if student representatives might not be given two-year appointments. It was also suggested that a student representative attend the beginning-of-the-year retreat mentioned above.
Adjournment: The committee was adjourned at 3:40 p.m. The next meeting will be on Wednesday, February 13th.
