April 9, 2008

Call to Order: The chair called the meeting to order at 2:35 in Brink 205.

Minutes: The minutes of our previous meeting were approved with the correction that inserted “not” in the appropriate place under 3 “Business.” Kudos to Professor Eckwright for her treats. Those who like dark chocolate give a double portion of kudos.

Business:

1. Vacancies on committees and nominations to chairships. Borah: Kathy Hilliard is leaving the university; it was decided to replace her with Lindsey Shirley. Commencement Committee—Kenton Bird has agreed to be chair. Information Technology Committee—Tim Prather has agreed to be chair. Library Affairs—Amber Moore was added to a vacant position; Ron McFarland will be asked to be chair. Student Financial Aid—Russell Qualls has agreed to be chair. UCGE—Karen Hume will be asked to be chair.

2. E-mail addresses and their availability: Last fall a member of Juntura raised the issue of the public availability of his e-mail address on the website devoted to committee membership. The Committee on Committees discussed the issue but decided that there was nothing that should be done since these were public committees of the university’s faculty and, even more obviously, those same e-mail addresses were publically available through the university’s directory.

3. Non-tenure track instructors on committees: After some discussion the committee agreed that anyone who has attained faculty voting status (i.e. either by being in a tenure-track position or by being an instructor/lecturer employed for four semesters at 50% time or more are eligible to serve on Faculty Council committees. Ann Thompson will check with the instructor who raised the issue to see whether her job description which apparently dictates committee service means committee service within the college or at the university level.

4. Term of UJC membership: In the annual report of UJC it was suggested that historical continuity and return on investment for the special training required would be better served if faculty positions were for a term of three years rather than two as they are now. Historically the committee has gone to first one-year, and now two-year terms because it was such a burnout position that we were having to find a lot of midterm replacements. Perhaps the pendulum has swung the other way now. In any case, it was moved and seconded (Klowden, Eckwright) to change the faculty positions on this committee to three-year terms. The motion carried unanimously.

The chair praised the work of the committee over the past year and thanked the committee members for their hard work. Professor Klowden, who will be going off the committee, expressed his pleasure for his term of service—a pleasure heightened by his falling heir to the remaining chocolate-covered cookies.

Adjournment: The meeting was adjourned at 3:25.
