Facilities Scheduling Policy Committee Minutes

Monday, February 26, 2007, 8:30 a.m.

The meeting was called to order at 8:35 a.m. 
The minutes were approved as distributed.
Cami reviewed the comments received about the draft document from the outside groups sub-committee.  The document was a first draft of criteria to define internal, external, and affiliated sub-groups.  Cami summarized that the feedback seems to be that perhaps two groups of internal and external would be more useful and that the affiliated definition should be omitted.  

Greg discussed the current three-tier structure in place for charging and scheduling for the Commons and the SUB.   The document describing the policies is available on-line on the commons website at http://www.sub.uidaho.edu/Rooms.
Discussion continued about internal vs. external and the sub-categories that might differentiate them, especially with student supported spaces using sub-categories for charging for space use.  The committee members voiced concern about how to be consistent charging for space across the campus.  Doug brought up that the Space Governance Committee has submitted to Faculty Council a policy that defines all space as owned by the University.  Nancy Spink discussed the insurance ramifications of those groups considered internal and affiliated with the University vs. external.
The committee came to consensus, that the model to propose is of two groups, internal and external with sub-groups within internal to determine charging based on the Commons/Sub model for charging.  The charge for the committee is to read the Commons/SUB document and get comments to Cami by March 5, and the sub-group will separate the charging from the scheduling piece and come back the next meeting with a final draft for charging for space on campus.

On another topic, Greg Tatham asked about rates for space.  The rates have not been raised for several years, and he would like to consider the going rate.  He also discussed, that because of the change in the alcohol policy there is an opportunity to book more external groups for space when it is not utilized.  General discussion ensued. 
The next meeting is scheduled for March 26.
