Fine Arts Committee Minutes

Meeting #1

The committee discussed the idea of the name for the committee to become more conclusive of all the arts.  The committee voted to propose a name change to the “Arts Committee”.  The chair will talk with Faculty Council on how to propose this change.

The committee discussed the existing draft of the UI Art Policy.  Copies were handed out at the meeting.  Members were asked to review the policy and bring thoughts to the next meeting.  One member expressed concerns that the existing policy does not exclude minor building renovations.  Many departments and programs who individually raise funds for $25K (or a set dollar amount) or less renovations would find it impossible to add public art to these renovations.  This committee member will look into the issue and bring ideas, wording, into the next meeting.

The committee continued discussing the idea of an Arts Week for the spring at UI.  It was discovered that ASUI had already scheduled a week in spring and asked if the Fine Arts Committee would like to collaborate.  This is the week of April 16-20, 2007.  The committee suggested that the weekend before and after be added to include such events as an Arts and Crafts Fair, etc.  The issue of diversity came up and the committee agreed this should be part of the festival.  Native American arts or crafts are one suggested idea.  The committee will pursue this farther when specifics are discussed.  The committee voted to have the Arts Week in conjunction with ASUI and look into weekend events as well.  
The committee decided that the second Thursday of each month, from 3:30-5:00, would be the best time for meetings.  The next meeting will be Thursday, November 9.
