During the 2006/2007 academic year, the Library Affairs Committee met once on April 10, 2007, to discuss various issues.

Business:

Dean Baird has presented and the committee has discussed recent acquisitions by the Library, including online acquisitions.  The growing need for additional online resources was also discussed, and the International Jazz Collections’ (IJC) addition to the library’s special collections was also mentioned.  
Last year efforts began to create a Learning Commons (LC) on the second floor.  In order to create space for the LC and at the same time make the first and second floors accommodate group and undergraduate study and dedicate the third and fourth floors to quiet individual type or graduate student study, there was a lot of rearranging of furniture and books.  A combined reading room for Special Collections (including IJC) and Government Documents was created on the first floor to offer better access to those materials.  To better accommodate the growing acquisitions, the library plans to add “SpaceSaver” type shelving.  
The committee has also discussed the role of the Library Affairs Committee, and it was suggested to get the word out to the rest of the campus about what the library has to offer, and convey concerns so that the library can attempt to meet desired expectations.
