· Student Advising Evaluation Recommendation from Christine Berven. The first round had a 30% return rate. But there were problems including inconsistent identity of advisors/dual advisors.  There needs to be accountability at the program level.  After much discussion, it was determined to come back to this item in late February, early March, after the nomination and award process has been completed.
