The meeting was called to order by Gary Williams at 3:30 pm. It was moved and seconded to approve the minutes from the last two meetings. 
There are currently 23 sections of Core Discovery on the registration system. Three additional sections have been promised from music and English has promised to cover two additional sections, which would bring the total available to 28. Three of those 28 sections are honors sections. 

Gary suggested that the committee make a statement to the Provost about Core Discovery. He suggested that the committee’s statement to the Provost include a request to maintain the current class sizes and a statement about how high-quality Core Discovery courses add value to the first-year student experience. The committee could also recommend to the Provost that several instructors currently teaching in Core Discovery be retained.
Course proposal:

John Foltz presented the possibility of a new Core Discovery course offered by CALS. The committee liked the proposal but it was missing several key components and they were unable to take action. John indicated that he would really rather wait and continue to develop the course to offer for fall 2008. 
J.D. Wulfhorst spoke to the committee about a possible new instructor to teach in Core Discovery next year.  J.D. will be on sabbatical next year and this person will be taking his teaching position and would like additional responsibilities.
Lecturer Roster:  Individuals developing new Core Discovery courses would not need to apply through this process.  Mary DuPree suggested that the application allow applicants to address their academic areas of expertise. The applicant should also be required to demonstrate evidence of successful teaching, including results of student evaluations.
