Shared Governance across the State of Idaho


The University Constitution, FSH 1520, Article III, Section 1, Clause A and B allows for representation and participation in shared governance across the state.  
Faculty Participation across the State in University Faculty Meetings.  Faculty across the state are able to be included in the calculation of a quorum and to fully participate in University Faculty Meetings via A-V link see FSH 1520 Article III, Section 1. Clause A.
Processes for off-site participation in University Faculty Meetings.  The advance in technology now allows for meaningful participation across the State. Two way communication is essential and now possible given the increased numbers of A-V studios across the state. .  To enable vote counting and orderly recognition of speakers at all sites each site must: 

1)  obtain prior approval by Faculty Senate, and 
2)  nominate three faculty to fill the coordination function necessary at the site and forward same to the Office of the Faculty Secretary.  See “template form.” 
The template form will need to be completed and returned to the Faculty Secretary’s office by Wednesday August 31 via e-mail attachment to gze@uidaho.edu or via fax to 208-885-8947.  The template is attached to this message and can be down-loaded from the Faculty Secretary’s webpage, http://www.webs.uidaho.edu/facultysecretary/.  Although time is short to process proposals, the Faculty Secretary’s office will work hard to ensure that all proposals received by the due date will be processed to enable faculty to fully participate in General Faculty meetings in AY11-12. Faculty who wish to be included in our shared governance culture may contact the Faculty Secretary’s office and/or work with their faculty senators and administrators to achieve broader participation in these important functions.
