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J-9-a.  An academic minor is a prescribed course of study consisting of 20or more credits which supplements an undergraduate major at the University of Idaho.  For descriptions of minor curricula, see the programs of the degree-granting units in Part 5.  In the following paragraphs of J-9, "minor" denotes "academic minor," which is to be distinguished from "teaching minor"; for information on the latter, see the Department of Curriculum and Instruction section of Part 5.

Rationale: The Idaho State Board of Education stipulates that an Academic Minor comprises between 15 and 25 percent of the total degree requirements.  The minimum number of credits for a degree of the UI is 128.  15 percent of 128 credits works out to 19.2 credits.
