Eligibility complications for certifying student athletes:

· Evaluation of transfer credits

· Transcript evaluation

· GPA requirements                                                

· Progress Towards Degree
There are often timeliness issues as well in terms of NCAA student-athletes needing eligibility determination so that the students and their coaches can plan.

· By July 15 athletes included on rosters will have individual checklists that indicate “progress towards degree.
· Ten days prior to the beginning of any given term, NCAA student-athletes who present complete dossiers will have eligibility certification – allows time to adjust schedule.
