President’s Athletics Advisory Council (PAAC)

Old Business:

Credit limit for 3-year Junior College transfer students.  Hunt reintroduced the issue that SA’s who spend three years at a JC may not meet the 60% of degree completion eligibility requirement given UI’s transfer limit of 70 credits from JC’s.  On behalf of PAAC, Hunt presented a proposal to UCC that would replace the JC credit limit to a regulation that would limit all lower division transfer credits (from any accredited institution or source) to 77.  This is similar to the transfer limit at WSU and would provide for eligibility of the 3-year JC student athletes.  UCC voted not to adopt the PAAC proposal as the members wanted clarification of the impact the PAAC proposal across the general student population.  Crowley suggested that regardless of the campus-wide impact, that the PAAC proposal had merit as it is equivalent to that imposed at WSU.  Hunt agreed to discuss this issue with other FAR’s from the WAC conference and to confer with Nancy Krogh and Archie George to determine the campus-wide impact of a change in transfer credit limitation.
Team Conditioning Credit.  Browder gave a report on the current status and requirements to institute a new course SA’s.  She indicated there remains a need to determine a mechanism for assessment of SA’s enrolled in the proposed team conditioning course.  Spear inquired about the fee for such a course and Browder indicated that the fee would be determined based upon instructor, equipment and administrative costs incurred. 
New Business

Academic Conflict Protocol.  Hunt presented the protocol that had recently been revised and adopted by the Athletics Department for situations that involved academic conflicts for SA’s.  The protocol (attached) indicates stepwise resolution of conflicts beginning with the Director of Academic Services followed by involvement by the FAR.  If a resolution has not been reached, a meeting will be scheduled with the SA, the Director of Academic Services, the FAR, and the instructor of the course.  Hunt stressed that the protocol strictly prohibits coaches from being involved in academic conflicts.  Browder indicated a concern that, even without the coach’s involvement, the SA uniquely had advocacy to assist in conflicts.
Early Registration for SA’s.  JoJo Miller presented a proposal that requested a one-day priority registration be given to all SA’s regardless of class/rank.  JoJo cited practice and travel schedules as a justification for priority registration and indicated that most Division-1 schools have early registration for SA’s.  Krogh suggested that a concession for early registration should be applied to all students who have special needs.  Some council members expressed a concern that early registration would be perceived as unfair favors granted to SA while other council members spoke in favor of some form of priority registration for SA’s.  Hunt agreed to survey other FAR’s in the WAC to determine registration policy at their institutions. 
Meeting was adjourned at 1:30 PM.

Faculty  – Student Athlete Issues

Inevitably academic issues will arise between a student-athlete and professor.  These situations may involve; make-up homework and make-up exams, class attendance, grades, etc.  In cases where the student-athlete believes they have been unfairly treated the following steps shall apply.

1. Coaches will adopt a team policy that requires a student-athlete to meet with a faculty member to discuss and attempt to resolve the issue.

2. If the issue is not resolved the student-athlete will notify Director of Academic Services.

3. The Director of Academic Services will immediately notify the Head Coach.
4. The Director of Academic Services will contact the faculty member to gather facts and attempt to resolve the issue.  
5. If the issue is not resolved, the Director of Academic Services will contact the Faculty Athletics Representative (FAR) and initiate a meeting between the head coach, student athlete and the FAR.  

6. The Student-Athlete, the Director of Academic Services and the FAR will meet with the faculty member to resolve the issue.

The Director of Academic Service will keep the Head Coach and Director of Athletics informed of the proceedings.
