Discussion Topics:

Recruiting:  The Council was asked to consider the recruitment policies as presented by Rob Spear and Dee Menzies.  Discussion covers several topics, e.g. private planes, activities for recruits, and the number of recruits.  Council members were also asked to watch for further information coming via e-mail.

Issues from the UVTF report:

AAC Council Members: 

Currently, the AAC is composed of a faculty athletic representative, six full-time members from the faculty, associate provost, financial administrator, student affairs administrator, at least one student athlete, an alumni who is an active member of the booster organization, and Director of Athletics, plus the Director of Compliance and Eligibility.  

COA:  Coalition On Intercollegiate Activity

Kathe Gabel reported on information about COA obtained at the Division 1 Athletics Faculty Representative meeting in TX.  Some of the recommendations did not apply to UI, because we already have the Athletics Advisory Council.  

Athletic Fiscal Oversight Committee:

This committee is separate from Athletic Advisory Council and currently works with financial issues in the athletic department. Commissioned some time ago, it consists of 6 to 8 members.  The membership has varied over that past years, however currently does not have a faculty representative on it. Meeting frequency depends on amount of financial issues that need to be dealt with.  After discussion, it was recommended that Marla Kraut be the faculty representative on this committee.  It was suggested that Rob work with the President to get this committee reconfigured.

Academic Performance Rate Survey:

Dee Menzies indicated that UI is currently going through the APR survey process, and reported positive results from the initial report.

Elections and appointments to councils:
In response to the UVTF suggestions for more committees, it was noted that it is a challenge to even get enough people to run for participating on committees, let alone vote for positions.  Final discussion included suggestions to the council to draft response comments for the vision and task force material.  These comments could be sent to the President either as individual comments or from the AAC as a group.  An additional suggestion was to have a petition rather than an election to provide rotation and representation without trying to elect someone.

Chair of the Athletic Advisory Council:

The University Vision and Task Force committee recommended that the FAR position be increased from 20% into 50%, but Kathe Gabel indicated that the increase was personally not possible for her faculty position.

Meeting adjourned at noon.
