Issue:  Complaint sent to Faculty Representative and Provost from a faculty member about the Tennis team playing during class time.  The Registrar’s office contacted the Provost.

Presentation by and discussion with Coach Katrina Perlman:

1. Coach obtains class schedules of each athlete and then determines the practice time for the semester.

2. Tuesday and Thursday – practice time 11:30 to 1:30 p.m.

3. Coach Perlman offered a copy of the team members’ schedules to the Council.

4. The schedule changes each semester.

5. It is against NCAA rules to practice during an athlete’s class schedule.

6. There is no such thing as “Athletics Time” (D. Menzies).

7. Women practice MWF at 3:30 to 5:30.

8. Complaint was not given to Athletics, but went to the Provost’s office (R. Spear).

9. Student athletes have to go to class (Rob Spear).

10. Other considerations – decreased number of classrooms, schedules are compressed (D. Menzies.

11. Academics is the first priority for scheduling (Dee Menzies – member of Scheduling committee).

12. At least one or two courts are always available for the recreational players.  No one has been turned away when people have asked to use the court for recreational purposes (Coach Perlman).

13. We need to educate the community regarding the practice times (K. Gabel).

14. Suggestion:  Post signs at the court half an hour before practice (T. Lawrence).

15. Suggestion:  Sign name – Intercollegiate Tennis Practice (D. Menzies).

16. Coach Perlman indicated that a sign could be posted in the future.
