Idaho WWAMI 2009 Summer Programs

High School Summer Observational

Experience Program

The purpose of this program is to help high school
students with an interest in medicine see what it is
like to work in the healthcare field. The program
lasts for 4 weeks with the students spending 4 days
each of those weeks in a clinical setting. The students
spend some time with a physician, a physician
assistant or nurse practioner, nurse, medial assistant,
front office, billing office, medical records, lab or
radiology.

During the four weeks, the students design and
develop a power point presentation covering a topic in
health care pertinent to their experience during this
program. The project can be presented at the
student’s school and some will be selected to present
their project at the 2010 spring HOSA (Health
Occupations Students of America) Leadership
Conference. This summer there are eight students
participating in the program.

Pre-Med Summer Primary Care

Shadowing Opportunity

The Idaho WWAMI Medical Education Program and
the Idaho Academy of Family Physicians offer a
shadowing opportunity to Idaho premedical students
with a Idaho primary care physician. This may be the
only clinical experience with a primary care physician
the student has had and is required for application to
medical school. There were 48 applications for the
summer program and as of July 1, 25 have been
matched with preceptors.

Rural/Underserved

Opportunities Program
(R/UOP)

R/UOP is a four week elective experience for
students between their first and second years of
medical school. Students immerse themselves in
rural or urban
throughout Idaho.
